750 Giulietta Series are commonly identified on the right side of the firewall in the engine bay. The number will start with usually 1493.xxxxx for Sprint and Sprint Veloce's, 1495.xxxxx for Spiders and Spider Veloce's, 1468.xxxxx for the Berlina TI, and regular Berlina's start with 1488.xxxxx. Below is a list of the serial number provided by Alfa Romeo in previously printed texts.

Part of this was due to Homologation for racing purposes and the other was just bad bookeeping to some extent. If you have what you believe is a Sprint or Spider Veloce, it would have to be within these number series for that given year. A secondary point of identification will in the same spot as the body placard, either above or below, and will start with a 750X. The "X" will have a letter designation as listed below. 

B = sprint

C = berlina

D = spider

E = sprint veloce
F = spider veloce

In addition to all that, a third place to confirm engine identification for the specific vehicle would be by the hood support strut of the Spider or Sprint models. On Berlina models this can be located on the Passenger side fender well area. For identifying you 1955 to 1959 1300cc engine, look by the distributor for the engine number.
